Fund description 
 
The investment approach is designed for members seeking to buy a fixed annuity (a regular income for life) at retirement. The Fund invests 
predominantly in UK Government gilts and sterling corporate bonds, aiming to replicate investments held by an annuity provider offering a 
typical level annuity product and therefore aims to protect the purchasing power of a member’s investment within this fund in terms of annuity 
rates. The investment manager has discretion over which bonds to hold and when to buy/sell them. ESG factors are considered within the 
investment process where relevant.

The fund whose monthly 
returns have varied less have a lower 
annualised volatility and may be 
considered to have achieved its returns 
with less risk. The calculation is the 
standard deviation of monthly returns 
presented as an annualised number.

Note 
 
The Fixed Annuity Tracker Fund aims to mitigate pension conversion risk for fixed annuities. The fund does this by investing in government 
and corporate bonds, as these are the assets generally held by annuity providers. The fund now invests in government and corporate 
bonds directly (rather than investing in underlying passive funds) with the aim of the fund manager having more control over which bonds to 
hold. However, it means the previous benchmark is no longer appropriate. The Fixed Annuity Tracker Fund has instead adopted an annuity 
index as a performance comparator, which aims to show whether or not the fund met its objective of mitigating pension conversion risk for 
fixed annuities. Given the performance comparator is no longer the weighted average of the underlying passive benchmarks, we expect 
some short-term deviations from the new, annuity performance comparator.

Fixed income markets registered broad-based gains. The period started on a positive note, as investors were hopeful that monetary policy 
tightening may be coming to an end. China’s economic re-opening and a fall in natural gas prices in Europe led to expectations of an 
improvement in global growth. Markets witnessed substantial volatility in March after the collapse of Silicon Valley Bank, which led to fears over 
broader contagion across the banking system. Credit Suisse also dominated headlines as it came under investor scrutiny and was finally 
acquired by UBS with guarantees from the Swiss government. The significant market turmoil in March saw investors recalibrating future rate 
hikes, thus leading to the strong performance of global government bonds. On the economic front, the annual inflation rate in the UK remained 
stubbornly high and unexpectedly rose to 10.4% in February, primarily due to price increases in food and non-alcoholic beverages, breaking 
three consecutive monthly declines.

Capital Risk 

This is the risk that the value of your investments will fall. Investors in higher capital risk funds should expect 
to see above average growth over the long term, but might see big falls in value in the short term. The 
younger you are, the less worried you might be about capital risk, because your investments have time to 
recover their value before you retire. Higher capital risk funds may be less suitable if you are close to 
retirement and want more certainty. 

 

Inflation Risk 
This is the risk that the value of your investments will grow more slowly than prices rise. Inflation can be a 
problem for pension savings invested in cash or bond funds particularly if the interest you’re earning is less 
than the rate of inflation and you are some way from retirement.   

 

Pension Conversion Risk 

The price of an annuity changes on a regular basis. This means that the amount of income you can secure 
with the same amount of money will change. Pension conversion risk is the risk that the amount of income 
you can buy drops before you retire, because your money is invested differently to annuity funds. That’s 
why, if you wish to buy an annuity to provide a regular income through retirement, putting more of your DC 
pension pot into bonds to try to match annuity prices as you get closer to retirement age can help protect 
against this risk.  If you wish to continue investing your pension savings during retirement and access 
drawdown then this is less of a concern.
